Restor e Tr ento n! Grant Program Guidelines

Eligible Properties

To be eligibleto receive aRestor e Tr enton! grant, a property must meet the
following criteria*:

1) Belocated within Trenton city limits and be at least 50 years old or older.
Preference will be given to propertieslocated in an historic district (Trenton
City Landmarks District** or New Jersey or National Historic District) or those
listed asan individual property on city, state, or national registers of historic
places.

2) Be aresidential property. The property must be owner-occupied or arental
property. Commercial properties are not eligible. Preference will be given to
Trenton residents/ rental owners.

*Trustees and employees of the Trenton Historical Society and their families are not eligible to receive
grants through this program.

Eligible Projects

Eligible projectsinclude, but are not limited to, exterior rehabilitation, restoration and
major repairs of architectural details and features. Preference will be given to projects
focusing on a structure@ most visible fasade(s).



Work must NOT have begun on aproject. TheRestor e Tr enton! Grant program
will not fund work that has already been started or completed.

Thefollowing are examples of projectseligible under these provisions:

Restoration of existing architectural features
Replacement of missing architectural features

Exterior painting

Brick and Masonry repairs (includes major re-pointing but not stuccoing)
Chimney repair

Door repair/ replacement

Window repair/ replacement but not vinyl or aluminum
Railing repair/ replacement

Porch support repair/ replacement

Roof repairs

Exterior weatherization of the building

The installation of chain link fencing is not an eligible project.

All work should comply with the Secretary of the Interior@ Standards for Rehabilitation
and Guiddinesfor Rehabilitating Historic Buildings. A list of the major points of these
Guiddinescan be found on Page 6. A copy of the complete booklet is available (for
free!) at the main branch of the Trenton Public Library.

Grantswill range from $500-$3,000. Grant fundswill be dispersed at two stagesin
the project, at 50% completion and at 100% completion, with approval following an
inspection at both stages. The applicant isresponsible for complying with all
applicable City, State and Federal requirements for permits and approval. The grant
project must be completed within 18 months of the award.

Secretary of thelnterior®@ Standards for Rehabilitation and
Guiddines for Rehabilitating Historic Buildings

1. A property shall be used for its historic purpose or be placed in a new use that requires minimal
change to the debning characteristics of the building and its site and environment.

2. Thehistoric character of a property shall be retained and preserved. The removal of historic materials
or alteration of features and spaces that characterize a property shall be avoided.

3. Each property shall be recognized as a physical record of itstime, place, and use. Changes that create
afalse sense of historical development, such as adding conjectural features or architectural elements
from other buildings, shall not be undertaken.

4. Most properties change over time; those changes that have acquired historic signibcance in their own
right shall beretained and preserved.

5. Distinctive features, Pnishes, and construction techniques or examples of craftsmanship that
characterize a property shall be preserved.

6. Deteriorated historic features shall be repaired rather than replaced. Where the severity of
deterioration requires replacement of adistinctive feature, the new feature shall match the old in
design, color, texture, and other visual qualities and, where possible, materials. Replacement of missing
features shall be substantiated by documentary, physical, or pictorial evidence.

7. Chemical or physical treatments, such as sandblasting, which cause damage to historic materials,
shall not be used. The surface cleaning of structures, if appropriate, shall be undertaken using the
gentlest means possible.

8. Signibcant archeological resources affected by a project shall be protected and preserved. If such
resources must be disturbed, mitigation measures shall be undertaken.

9. New additions, exterior alterations, or related new construction shall not destroy historic materials
that characterize the property. The new work shall be differentiated from the old and shall be
compatible with the massing, size, scale, and architectural featuresto protect the historic integrity of
the property and its environment.

10. New additions and adjacent or related new construction shall be undertaken in such amanner that
if removed in thefuture, the essential form and integrity of the historic property and its environment
would be unimpaired.

Debnitions

Restoration - The act or process of accurately recovering the form and details of a property and its
setting asit appeared at a particular period of time by means of the removal of later work or by the
replacement of missing earlier work.

Rehabilitation - The act or process of returning a property to a state of utility through repair or
alteration which makes possible an efpcient contemporary use while preserving those portions or
features of the property which are signibcant to its historical, architectural, and cultural values.
